In those days the angel of the Lord came down into the furnace to 
be with Azariah and his companions, and drove the fiery flame out 
of the furnace, and made the inside of the furnace as though a 
moist wind were whistling through it.  And the flames poured out 
above the furnace forty-nine cubits, and spread out and burned 
those Chaldeans who were caught near the furnace. The fire did 
not touch them at all and caused them no pain or distress. Then the 
three with one voice praised and glorified and blessed God in the 
furnace:

The Epistle: II Thessalonians 2:1-8                
 

Brethren: As to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being 
gathered together to him, we beg you, brothers and sisters, not to 
be quickly shaken in mind or alarmed, either by spirit or by word 
or by letter, as though from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord 
is already here. Let no one deceive you in any way; for that day will 
not come unless the rebellion comes first and the lawless one is 
revealed, the one destined for destruction. He opposes and exalts 
himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he 
takes his seat in the temple of God, declaring himself to be God. Do 
you not remember that I told you these things when I was still with 
you? And you know what is now restraining him, so that he may 
be revealed when his time comes. For the mystery of lawlessness is 
already at work, but only until the one who now restrains it is 
removed. And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the 
Lord Jesus will destroy with the breath of his mouth, annihilating 
him by the manifestation of his coming.

In the fifteenth year of the reign of Emperor Tiberius, when Pontius 
Pilate was governor of Judea, and Herod was ruler of Galilee, and 
his brother Philip ruler of the region of Ituraea and Trachonitis, and 
Lysanias ruler of Abilene, during the high-priesthood of Annas and 
Caiaphas, the word of God came to John son of Zechariah in the 
wilderness. He went into all the region around the Jordan, 
proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins, as 
it is written in the book of the words of the prophet Isaiah, ‘The 
voice of one crying out in the wilderness: “Prepare the way of the 
Lord, make his paths straight.
